Dear listeners and colleagues,

It is a great honour for me to be able for the sixth time to
introduce the CRo Annual Report with a few sentences. | am
pleased to be able to say that Czech Radio is a well-esteemed,
stable institution. The public understands it to be not only an
exceptionally high quality source of information, but also a cultu-
ral institution with a strong concern for the high standard of
Czech language and culture.

In 2004, we commemorated 80 years of radio broadcasting
from Brno and 75 years of broadcasting from Ostrava. CRo Olo-
mouc celebrated 10 years of independent existence. Two build-
ings — at Vinohrady in Prague and in Plzen — were declared
“cultural heritage sites” and commemorative plaques were cere-
monially placed on their walls.

We ceremonially opened the reconstructed legendary Studio
A in Karlin and the newly reconstructed CRo Ceské Budgjovice
building. The first stage of reconstruction started on the Vino-
hradska building. Over the long term we are maintaining our
positive operating results. In 2004 a managed planned loss was
permitted in view of the reconstruction work taking place, but we
ultimately managed to avert this loss.

From the standpoint of the Schedule Division, this was a com-
plicated year, but a successful one. CRo performed its multifold
pre-election and election broadcasting in an outstanding manner
for the elections to the European Parliament, the Senate and the
regional councils. CRo 1 — Radiozurndl provided professional
quality and a leadership role. In the case of the regional elections,
an important role was also played by the regional CRo stations.
We received nothing but praise for our broadcasts from the Olym-
pics and the Paralympics. We celebrated the fortunate return of
our foreign correspondent Vitek Pohanka from Iraq. CRo 2 —
Prague is slowly changing and developing under its new manage-
ment, while the position of CRo 3 — Vltava is stable.

The greatest change took place in broadcasting at CRo 6,
which moved to evening hours on a completely different me-
dium-wave network. | am pleased to say that its listeners found it
there and that the evening analytical station project proved viable.

Through the media, we supported more than 1,500 cultural,
sporting, humanitarian and charity events, as well as prominent
institutions and partners, including Prague Spring, Folklore Asso-
ciation of the Czech Republic festivals and events, National Mu-
seum projects and exhibitions and much more besides. We have
mediated a number of music and sporting events to radio stations
associated in the European Broadcasting Union.

The CRo Symphony Orchestra traditionally enhances the
good name of Czech Republic, while the CRo Big Band and the
Disman Children’s Radio Choir are increasingly to be seen.

Cooperation with Czech Radio Council continues to be good,
which is pleasing because this is one of the conditions for stability
in our institution.

In conclusion, | must thank all employees, external workers
and other co-workers, without whom Czech Radio broadcasts
would not have been possible.

je mi velkou cti, Ze mam jiz posesté moznost uvést nékolika
vétami Rocenku Ceského rozhlasu. S radosti mohu Fici, ze Cesky
rozhlas je instituce stabilni a vdZena. Vefejnost ji chdpe nejen jako
mimoradné kvalitn zdroj informaci, ale rovnéz jako kulturnf insti-
tuci, kterd dbd o vysokou troven ceského jazyka a ceské kultury.

Dvé budovy — prazskd na Vinohra-
dech a plzenska — byly vyhlaseny , kulturni pamatkou” a na jejich
zdi byly slavnostné pfipevnény tabulky, které tento fakt pfipomi-
naji.

Slavnostné jsme otevieli zrekonstruované legendarni Studio A
v Karling a nové zrekonstruované budovy Ceského rozhlasu Ceské
Budéjovice. Zahdjena byla I. etapa rekonstrukce budovy Vino-
hradska. Dlouhodobé udrzujeme kladny hospodarsky vysledek.
AZ v roce 2004 byla pfipusténa fizena planovana ztrata spojena
s rekonstrukcf. Ztratu se nakonec podafilo odvratit.

Z hlediska Useku programu byl tento rok rokem slozitym, ale
soucasné i tsp&snym. Cesky rozhlas se vyte¢né zhostil nékolika-
nasobného predvolebniho a volebniho vysilani u pfilezitosti voleb
do Evropského parlamentu, voleb do sendtu a krajskych zastupi-
telstev. Vadei roli a profesiondlni kvalitu potvrdil Cesky rozhlas 1 —
RadioZurndl. V pfipadé krajskych voleb sehrély vyznamnou roli
regionalni stanice CRo. Za vysildnf z olympiddy i z paralympiady
jsme sklidili samou chvélu. Oslavili jsme Stastny ndvrat naseho
zahranic¢niho zpravodaje Vitka Pohanky z Irdku. Cesky rozhlas 2 —
Praha se pomalu méni a rozviji pod novym vedenim. Pozice
Ceského rozhlasu 3 — Vitava je stabilnf.

K nejvétsi zméné doslo ve vysilani Ceského rozhlasu 6, ktery
se prestéhoval do vecernich hodin na zcela jinou stfedovinnou
sit. Jsem rdd, Ze i tam si jej posluchaci nasli a projekt vecerni ana-
lytické stanice se ukazal jako Zivotaschopny.

Medidlné jsme podpofili vice nez 1 500 kulturnich, sportov-
nich, humanitdrnich a charitativnich akcf ¢i vyznamnych instituct
a partnerd. Mezi jinymi Prazské jaro, festivaly a akce Folklérniho
sdruzenf Ceské republiky, vystavy a projekty Narodniho muzea
a mnoho dalsich. Radu hudebnich ¢i sportovnich akcf jsme zpro-
stredkovali rozhlas@im sdruzenym v Evropské vysilaci unii.

Dobré jméno Ceskému rozhlasu dél4 jiz tradiéné Symfonicky
orchestr Ceského rozhlasu, stale vice je vidét Big Band Ceského
rozhlasu i Dismandv détsky rozhlasovy soubor.

Spoluprace s Radou Ceského rozhlasu je stéle dobra. Jsem
tomu rdd, nebot to je jedna z podminek stability nasi instituce.

Zavérem musim podékovat véem zaméstnancim, externistiim
i dalsim spolupracovnikim, bez nichz by vysilani Ceského roz-
hlasu nebylo mozné.

Cinnost Rady Ceského rozhlasu v roce 2004 byla stan-
dardnf. Rada byla v tnoru doplnéna dvéma novymi ¢leny,
které zvolila Poslaneckd snémovna na dalsi Sestileté obdobf.
Jedna clenka byla pak zvolena jiz podruhé. V ¢ervnu Rada
zvolila na dalsi obdobi nové predsednictvo a do jejiho cela se

postavil dosavadni mistopredseda Michal Prokop.

V oblasti programové Rada v soucinnosti s vedenim Ces-
kého rozhlasu predevsim vyvijela maximalnf snahu o posilenf
konceptt, charakteristickych pravé pro vysildni vefejné sluzby,
a to na viech stanicich Ceského rozhlasu a ve véech Zanrech
— od zpravodajskych a publicistickych, pres dramatickou tvorbu
slovesnou az k hudbé. Hlavni oblasti zdjmu Rady v tomto
roce pak byla priprava Ceského rozhlasu na zahajenf digitdl-
niho vysilani v nedaleké budoucnosti. V takovych typech akti-
vit Rada vidi jeden z nejdtilezit&jsich svych dkold i pro budouc-
nost.

Rada sledovala a sleduje i nadale prdci jednotlivych regio-
nélnich studii Ceského rozhlasu, a to véetné téch, které nové
vznikaji. Stejnou pozornost vénuje i vysilani Ceského rozhlasu
do zahranici, nebo novym moznostem, které rozhlasovému
vysilani prinadf internetova divize CRo 8.

Dozor¢i komise pomdhala zejména v oblasti kontroly hos-
podafenf Ceského rozhlasu, a také v oblasti p¥ipravy nového
rozpoctu na rok 2005. Rada je presvédcena, Ze v minulém
roce tak vyznamné napomohla predevsim préhlednosti hospo-
datent Ceského rozhlasu, ale do budoucna i jeho vétii efek-
tivité a tudiz i ddvéryhodnosti instituce, kterd v roce 2004
mimo jiné zahdjila postupnou rekonstrukci své historické bu-
dovy na Vinohradské tfidé.

Se stejnym Usilim se Rada Ceského rozhlasu vénovala a hodla
i naddle vénovat také technické slozce vysilani, bez niz by
nemohla byt sluzba vefejnosti dostupnd, i tém cinnostem,
které nejsou prfimo spojeny s vysilanim, ale slouzi k dobrému
jménu velké kulturnf instituce, jakou Cesky rozhlas bezesporu
je. Sem patii napiiklad ¢innost edi¢ni, charitativni, ale i kon-
certni ¢innost Symfonického orchestru Ceského rozhlasu.

Czech Radio Council activity during 2004 was of a stan-
dard nature. In February, the Council was joined by another
two members, elected by the Chamber of Deputies for the
forthcoming six-year period. One member was then elected
for the second time. In June, the Council elected a new Board
of Directors for the forthcoming period and appointed previous
Deputy Chairman Michal Prokop as Chairman.

As regards programming, the Council basically exerted
maximum efforts in collaboration with Czech Radio manage-
ment to bolster the concepts behind public service broad-
casting at all CR stations and in all genres from news reporting
and current affairs, through written-word drama production to
music. The main area of interest at the Council this year was
the preparations at Czech Radio for the start of digital broad-
casting in the near future. The Council sees this kind of activity
as one of its most important tasks in coming years.

The Council has continued to monitor the work of indi-
vidual regional CR studios, including those recently established.
It devotes the same attention to CR foreign broadcasting and
the new opportunities opened up to radio broadcasting at the
Cro 8 Internet Division.

The Supervisory Board particularly helped in the sphere of
CR financial management supervision and in the preparation
of a new budget for 2005. The Council believes that last year it
considerably enhanced the transparency of CR financial mana-
gement and the overall efficiency and thus the credibility of an
institution which amongst other things in 2004, started the
progressive reconstruction of its historic building on Vinohrad-
skd Street.

The Czech Radio Council has devoted itself and intends to
continue devoting itself with the same energy to the technical
side of broadcasting, without which this service would not be
available to the public, as well as to those activities which are
not directly associated with broadcasting but which enhance
the good name of the great cultural institution which Czech
Radio undoubtedly is. This includes publication activity and
charity work, as well as the concert activities of the Czech
Radio Symphony Orchestra.

V rémci CRo 8 — Online byla realizovdna na rozhlasovém
serveru fada novych obsahovych sekcf a soucasné i techno-
logickych pocinl. Zvlasté pak vyvoj Radia na piani.

Uplynuly rok byl rokem odstartovani pfiprav digitalntho
vysilani CRo.

Produkéni centrum md za sebou dva roky existence, které
potvrdily, Ze ma v organiza¢nf struktute CRo své jasné defino-
vané misto.

From the standpoint of the Schedule Division, 2004 was
a complicated year, but a successful one. CRo performed its
multifold pre-election and election broadcasting in an out-
standing manner for the elections to the European Parliament,
the Senate and the regional councils. CRo 1 — Radiozurndl
provided professional quality and a leadership role. In the case
of the regional elections, an important role was also played by
the regional CRo stations.

CRo 1 — Radiozurndl maintained its position as the most
popular station in the Czech Republic. Current affairs and
investigative journalism were bolstered throughout the year
and CRo 1 is traditionally adept at presenting important sport-
ing events (e.g. the Olympics, Ice Hockey World Champion-
ships and Soccer European Championships). The music format
was stabilized in line with research into listeners’ preferences.

CRo 2 — Prague successfully dealt with personnel changes
in station management and initiated organizational and person-
nel changes within the station, aimed at making preparation
and actual broadcasting clearer and more transparent, thus
addressing the CRo 2 audience more comprehensibly and
preparing programme changes in 2005.

For CRo 3 — Vltava, last year was a year of schedule
stabilization and enhanced teamwork. A number of projects
emerged throughout the year to enliven broadcasting. CRo 3 —
Vitava realized the extraordinary ARS ACUSTICA programme
project in collaboration with the Production Centre with an
artistic radio composition based on soundwork, which was
judged as absolutely top-notch by the EBU.

2004 saw a further emphasis on the position of CRo regio-
nal broadcasting. Regional stations were heard by more liste-
ners than at any other time over the past eleven years: 9.7%,
i.e. 664,000 listeners every day.

CRo Brno confirmed its leading position in regional broad-
casting and at the end of last year it started regular broadcast-
ing for the Zlin region.

CRo 6 underwent a considerable change in 2004 with its
reformatting on Tst February and the shift in its broadcasting
to evening hours. CRo 6 demonstrated that the evening analy-
tical station project is viable.

The number of visitors to the CRo 7 web pages rose
considerably and collaboration with expatriate radio services
increased.

A number of new content sections were added to the CRo 8
Online radio server and a number of technical measures were
also taken, particularly as regards the development of Radio
on Request.

Last year saw the launch of CRo digital broadcasting
preparations.

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The Production Centre has two years of existence behind
it, confirming that it has its clearly defined place in the CRo
organizational structure, not only as a music and spoken-word
coordinator, but also as the organizer of two prestige
competitions for young musicians: ~Concertino Praga and
Concerto Bohemia.

The Archive and Programme Collections launched their
large-scale archive digitization development project. A record
number of programmes were offered to the EBU network via
the International Division. The Junior Division met all
expectations, with a number of its trainees going on to find
employment at CRo stations.

Kulturni slozka vysi-
lanf je posilena zavedenim nedélntho poradu Na scéné, ktery
se vénuje hlavné nejvyznamnéjsim kulturnim udalostem nad-
chazejiciho tydne. Ke vstupu CR do EU pfipravil CRo 1 uni-
katni seridl Pétadvacitka, ktery v pllhodinovych poradech
predstavil pfitazlivou reportdzni formou vsechny zemé roz-
Sitené Evropské unie.

Cesky rozhlas 1 — Radiozurnal profesiondné zvlad! infor-
movani obyvatel CR o vstupu do Evropské unie. V obdobf
pred 1. kvétnem 2004 se vénoval predevsim legislativnim
zménam spojenym se vstupem, poté hlavnim dopaddm ¢len-
stvi v EU. V souvislosti se vstupem do EU byla redaktorsky
velmi ndro¢na piiprava na historicky prvni Eurovolby, pfi
nichZ byl CRo 1 - Radiozurnal jedinym médiem v CR, které
vysilalo kontinudlni volebnf studio pfi s¢itdni ve vsech zemich
pétadvacitky.

In 2004, Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl fulfilled its mission
as an information provider and current affairs reporter, par-
ticularly with regard to such key events as the entry of the
Czech Republic into the European Union and elections for
the European Parliament, for a third of the Czech Senate and
for the regional councils. Abroad, Czech Radio 1 — RadioZurndl
not only dealt with challenging journalistic tasks, it also had to
cope with the dramatic kidnapping of reporter Vit Pohanka in
Iraq.

Czech Radio 1 — RadioZurndl programming was enhanced
by several new items but its basic character remained stable.
Although formatting developments at several nationwide pri-
vate radio stations showed that one of the ways to achieve
higher audience ratings is to reduce footage, Czech Radio 1
did not go down this avenue for understandable reasons.

In audience rating terms, Czech Radio 1 was the most po-
pular station in the Czech Republic in all the main categories.

NEW PROGRAMMES

From the very start of 2004, Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl
strengthened its current affairs profile by introducing a new
Saturday programme, Week in Review, in which Czech Radio
looks over the most important events of the previous week in
an hour-long slot. The cultural aspect of broadcasting has
been enhanced by the introduction of a Sunday programme
called On Stage, which is primarily devoted to the most
important cultural events in the week to come. With regard to
the entry of the Czech Republic into the European Union,
Czech Radio prepared a unique series called Twenty-Five,
presenting all the countries of the extended European Union
in an attractive reportage format in half-hourly programmes. In
a similar manner, just before the regional elections we presented
the individual regions of the Czech Republic. Since September
there has been a change in format in the Radioforum pro-
gramme on Fridays. This programme is presented by a per-
sonality who discusses current events and controversial topics
with listeners. Since September we have also extended the
range of music programmes to include the unique Elevator, in
which well-known artistes present some promising new talent.

NEWS REPORTING

Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl has professionally provided
information to the citizens of the Czech Republic on our entry
into the European Union. In the period leading up to 1st May
2004, it primarily focused on legislative changes associated
with entry, as well as on the main effects of European Union
membership. European Union entry also involved some very
demanding editorial preparation for the first ever Euroelect-
ions, in which Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl was the only
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medium in the Czech Republic with an election studio broad-
casting non-stop for the count in all 25 member states.

An example of the supreme self-sacrifice and commitment
of Czech Radio 1 — RadioZurndl reporters was the news report-
ing from the dangerous conflict in Iraq, when at the end of his
successful mission, Vit Pohanka was abducted along with two
colleagues from Czech Television. Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl
immediately responded to this abduction by setting up an emer-
gency unit, which dealt with the situation alongside specialists
from the Foreign Ministry, security units and the like, until the
hostages were released.

The most important sporting event in the Czech Republic
was the World Ice-Hockey Championships, which took place
in Prague and Ostrava. Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl trans-
mitted directly from all matches played by the Czech team, as
well as a large number of interviews, points of interest and
observations about ice-hockey and behind the scenes at the
championships. Broadcasts from the European Soccer Cham-
pionships, in which the Czech team got to the semi-finals, also
met with great acclaim. And the team of news reporters pro-
vided news reports from the Athens Olympic games in their
traditionally professional manner.

INFORMATION FOR MOTORISTS

2004 was characterized by the stabilization of Czech Ra-
dio 1 — Radiozurndl traffic news reporting and the central in-
formation service which provides for the entire radio station.
The largest problem was the loss of exclusivity in the use of the
Green Angel trademark for voluntary Czech Radio traffic re-
porters. Czech Radio now has more than 5,000 of these trained
motorist volunteers and in an extensive survey these Czech
Radio volunteers themselves chose the new name Czech Radio
Traffic Reporter. 2004 was also the tenth anniversary of the
launch of the Motozurnal programme, which more than ade-
quately replaced the famous motoring magazine programme
“Bend Ahead!”

In collaboration with the Internet Division, Czech Radio 1 —
Radiozurndl created internet specials on the elections to the
European Parliament and the elections for the Senate and re-
gional councils. During the summer Olympic games in Creece,
Czech Radio 1 provided extended sports coverage and sound
clips of the most interesting broadcasting items. Czech Ra-
dio 1 — Radiozurndl also provided the content for digital web
broadcasts and the 60th anniversary of the end of the Second
World War.

SPECIAL PROJECTS

During 2004, Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl also organized
special broadcasting projects. Following on from its positive
experiences broadcasting from a replica historical tent, Czech
Radio 1 — Radiozurndl decided to purchase its own promo-
tional tent in 2004. This launched a special project entitled
“Radiozurndl Weekend Trips”. A special team goes out every
week to various events and presents Czech Radio 1 broadcasts
in its on-site promotional tent, which proved to be a great hit
at the Prix Bohemia Radio Festival and the Bambiridda child-
ren’s events, as well as at the Czech Police Day. Czech Radio 1 —
Radiozurndl also arranged an event of importance to the pro-
fessional public. As part of the Prix Bohemia Radio Podébrady
2004 Festival it arranged and provided a specialist seminar on
The Future of Radio Reporting and Digital Radio Broadcasting.

The now traditional Czech Radio 1 — FilmZurndl broadcasts
from the international Film Festival in Karlovy Vary was again
of a highly professional standard and contributed to the good
name of Czech Radio. Throughout the Festival, Czech Radio 1
broadcast a special all-day programme on the films and the
goings-on in the town on the 102.6 MHz Karlovy Vary fre-
quency.

During 2004, Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl continued with
its new broadcasting model for Czech tourists in Dalmatia.
Broadcasting time on Croatian Radio frequencies was reserved
by Czech Radio and CK Vitkovice Tours shared this broadcast-
ing time with its information for tourists.

To understand the profile of this station and its eminent
public-service role, it is enough to glance at random at its
broadcasting schedule. After the early morning current affairs
programme in Good Morning, we offer two views of the world
during the late morning Guest in the House schedule: serious,
as in How it is Seen, with such personalities as Prof. Cyril
Hoschl, MUDr. Helena Illnerovd and others, or entertaining,
as in Meeting With, with celebrities such as Magda VdSaryovd
and Ludék Munzar. Afternoon broadcasting is for children and
young people (Domino) and citizens and small entrepreneurs
(with the Coffee at Four advice programme). Evenings offer
radio drama, serialized readings, music-related current events
from operetta to musicals, from chanson to jazz, from folk to
rock. Folklore and brass band music also have their fixed place
here. At weekends we offer church services within a broad
ecumenical range, and for example, a cycle of A Thousand
Tales portraying the fates of people in this country during
previous decades and in the present. Saturdays on Czech
Radio 2 — Prague airwaves are not only embellished by Meteor,
a programme covering science from all angles, but also the
ever-popular Rambles through the Czech Past. These are the
product of our many years of work together with Czech Radio
Brno and they highlight the collaboration between nationwide
Number Two and the regional Czech Radio stations. In this
way we endeavour to meet all duties imposed on us by the
law and at the same time to appeal to our target group of
listeners.

What are they like? Although the range of genres we have
mentioned indicates the sociological and generational variety
of our audience, there is a clear predominance of those who
have the inclination, the time and sufficient life experience to
measure up their own view of the world with our own. Czech
Radio 2 — Prague primarily broadcasts for the more senior
listener (more likely female) from small to medium-sized towns
and from all the various corners of our country which our
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signal reaches. They are perceptive and thoughtful rather then
excessively rich, people who go along with post-1989 deve-
lopments but with many question marks. They have increas-
ingly been joined of late by internet listeners, who — to our
surprise — are frequently overseas listeners from all over the
world. For them, amongst others, we have developed our
internet project Radio Upon Request.

As far as audibility is concerned, although Czech Radio 2 —
Prague does not cover the entire territory of the Czech Re-
public and still straddles FM (VHF) and AM (MW), it will not
always stay at the level of analog broadcasting. Along with all
of Czech Radio, we are carefully monitoring ongoing develop-
ments towards digital broadcasting, in which we would like to
participate in one way or another. We should recall here that
we are currently involved in medium wave broadcasting
together with our colleagues from Czech Radio 6
(18:00-24:00), and listeners will of course find us on FM
round the clock, seven days a week.

As we have already indicated, our broadcasts cover a broad
range of subjects, from faith to science and from literature to
current affairs, from children’s topics to series for senior
citizens (including the globally unique Academy of the Third
Age project on Czech Radio 2 — Prague). Entertainment
programmes also play an unsubstitutable role. One of our
flagships in this field, the age-old Toboggan project, found two
new presenters, Ales Cibulka and Petr Jancarik, after the de-
parture of Tomds Sldma; the Divadlo U hasicl Theatre in
Prague has a packed house every Saturday. And entertainers
and actors such as Radoslav Brzobohaty, Miroslav Donutil and
Petr Novotny (in the praiseworthy Radio Gift programme) also
have their series on Czech Radio 2 — Prague.

2004 also saw several one-off projects in Czech Radio 2 —
Prague broadcasting. Perhaps the most important event of this
kind was the all-day special-subject broadcasting for the fifteenth
anniversary of the events in November 1989. Under the title
of Fifteen Years, Fifteen Stories, we provided our listeners on
17. 11. 2004 literally from morning to evening with an insight
into the stories of people from this country, and not only the
famous who have come a long way since then (such as singer
Magdalena KoZend), but also all the nameless movers and
shakers from the worlds of business to charity work. Mention-
ing all the special-subject programmes put on during the holi-
days (Christmas, Easter etc) might be superfluous, but it is
worth recalling that the New Year’s Eve 2004 programme did
not overlook the event of note at the end of the year — our
entry into the European Union — even viewing it from a humor-
ous angle.

The Czech Radio 2 — Prague team (with a number of spe-
cialist and “on-stream” desks, as well as operational units from
economics through promotion to technology) appreciates the
relatively stable patronage of its listeners including minorities,
whether national or cultural, whose needs we both have to
and wish to satisfy. For 2005, we are preparing a number of
procedural innovations aimed at broadcasting for our stable
target audience in a manner which matches the rhythm of the
new millennium. This links in with our new sound graphics
and slogan which emerged from our media campaign at the
end of 2004: it is meant to express what we feel:

Czech Radio 2 Prague, Your Good Friend.

2004 was characterized by special-subject projects that
contrasted with the unchanging regularity of the broadcasting
schedule. Vitava broadcast a series of programmes on the
entry of the Czech Republic into the European Union, Franko-
phonia Days (5th-21st March), In Honour of Antonin Dvorédk
(throughout the day on Sunday 2nd May), Jandcek Day from
Brno (3rd July, including a unique interview conducted by
editor Tomds Sedldcek with Milan Kundera, who normally
refuses interviews with the media), Twenty-Four Hours in Berlin
(27th November — a day-long broadcast on the present-day
shape of the city full of classical and alternative culture). The
complete opera works of Bedfich Smetana and Antonin Dvorak
were presented (for the first time in radio history within a single
year) and the Vltava New Year’s Eve programme focused on
criminal offences both capital and of a more artistic nature.

Vitava recorded 33 new radio plays, including a successful
series based on the book by Umberto Eco, The Name of the
Rose. Twelve documentaries were also produced on subjects
both timeless and topical using complex sound and editing
techniques. One of them included the arrangement by Vitava
of a bus trip to Osvétim by former Roma inmates and their
descendants.

For purposes of Vitava music broadcasts, 176 concerts and
298 studio slots were recorded, with a total of over 17,000
minutes of music. Vltava arranged 93 radio concerts from
Studio 1, while 22 historical opera recordings were digitally
reconstructed. In July and August, we became involved in the
European Radio Union nighttime music broadcasting project,
Euroclassic Notturno. Vltava broadcast 20 of the most important
concerts from the Prague Spring and Prague Autumn festivals.
During the Prague Autumn we ran the jocular “Concerts without
Coughing” public-awareness campaign, in which we passed
out cough drops.

The Ars Acustica sound production activity of the station
was further developed under the direction of Michal Rataj.
Only last year we were still considered to be novices in this
field in the European Broadcasting Union but in 2004 we are
already one of the most successful radio stations. We have
brought out a compact disk and we are developing the
rAdioCUSTICA web project. Some of our sound production
(including music) is recorded in 5.7 space sound and we make
full use of opportunities provided by the internet.

In 2004, Czech Radio 3 Vltava and its editors won several
significant awards. The Magnezia Litera Prize was awarded to
Jan Halas and the Czech Radio 3 — Vltava Literary Desk for their
contribution to Czech literature. In the Media Heritage Help
competition, the Prix non pereant first and second prizes were
awarded to Hana Krejcovd and Miroslav Buridnek for pro-
grammes from the Vltava Excursions series. The Government
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Pro rok 2004 byly charakteristické specidlni tematické pro-
jekty, které tvorily kontrast k neménné pravidelnosti vysila-
ciho schématu. Vltava odvysflala sérii pofadd ke vstupu CR
do EU, Dny frankofonie (5. — 21. bfezna), Poctu Antoninu
Dvorédkovi (celodennf vysilani v nedéli 2. kvétna), Jandckov-
sky den z Brna (3.

Vltava natocila 33 novych rozhlasovych her, mezi nimi
i tspésny seridl podle knihy Umberta Eca Jméno raze. Vzniklo
téz 12 dokumentd, které se naro¢nou zvukovou a stiihovou
formou zabyvaji tématy véénymi i aktudlnimi. V rdmci naté-
¢eni jednoho z nich uspofddala Vitava autobusovy zajezd by-
valych romskych vézni a jejich potomkd do Osvétimi.

Pro tdcely hudebniho vysilani Vitavy bylo natoc¢eno 176
koncertti a 298 studiovych snimkd, celkem pres 17 tisic minut
hudby. Vltava byla potadatelem 93 rozhlasovych koncertti ze
Studia 1. Bylo digitalné rekonstruovdno 22 historickych oper-
nich snimkd. V cervenci a srpnu jsme se zapojili do projektu
no¢niho hudebniho vysilani Evropské rozhlasové unie Euro-
classic Notturno. Z festivald Prazské jaro a Prazsky podzim
vysilala Vltava 20 nejvyznamnéjsich koncertli.

Dale se rozvijely aktivity stanice v oblasti zvukové tvorby
Ars Acustica, vedené Michalem Ratajem. Jesté v minulém
roce jsme byli v rdmci Evropské vysilaci unie povaZovani za
novééky v tomto oboru V roce 2004 jii patﬁ'me mezi nej—
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nataci v prostorovém zvuku 5.1, plné vyuzZivdme moznosti
internetu.

Cesky rozhlas 3 — Vltava a jeho redaktofi ziskali v roce
2004 rdzna vyznamnd ocenéni. Cena Magnesia Litera byla
udélena Janu Halasovi a Literarni redakci CRo 3 — Vltava za
pfinos Ceské literatufe. V soutézi Média na pomoc pamatkam
Prix non pereant ziskali Hana Krej¢ova a Miroslav Buridnek
prvni a druhou cenu za potady pro cyklus Vylety s Vitavou.
VIadni vybor pro zdravotné postizené udélil 1. cenu v kate-
gorii publicistickych praci Janu Hélovi za potad CRo 3 —
Vltava Soukroma tma.

V pribéhu roku vychdzel reprezentativni ¢tvrtletnik Maga-
zin Klubu Vltava.

2004 brought with it an entirely new schedule reformat-
ting. The station moved its broadcasting to the evening hours
(from 18.00 to 24.00). This change was primarily brought
about by an attempt to accommodate more intellectually
minded Czech Radio listeners, who repeatedly pointed out
that a station such as Czech Radio Six cannot be listened to
during the daytime. The nature of its schedule (exclusively
spoken word) requires concentrated listening and not back-
ground listening. At the same time, this move, which was
made 1st February, allowed us to switch off the original me-
dium-wave network on which the station previously broadcast
and to move station broadcasting to the more efficient me-
dium-wave network on which Czech Radio 2 — Prague broad-
casts at other times.

CZECH RADIO 6 STATION DEVELOPMENT (PLUMS)

Programming gravitates around news analysis and current
affairs. As always, programme development was restricted both
by the economic circumstances of the station and by the
human and creative resources of the staff.

The station asks questions that interest and disturb Czech
society (and not just Czech society), and tries to find their
answers. Hence its broadcasts present the personalities who
make up the intellectual elite of Czech society in the broadest
sense of the word.

In terms of opinions expressed, the station has opened up
to the greatest possible extent and thus created space for
considering the broadest possible range of ideas.

The station offered programmes which allowed listeners to
get involved in broadcasts not only with their questions but
also by expressing and defending opinions.

The station did not restrict its current affairs to day-to-day
matters, it also dealt with subjects that are ever-present in
society.

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In its current affairs programmes, the station confronted
self-centred views of Czech society and made it face views and
experiences from neighbouring countries.

The station continued to provide an appropriate amount of
news coverage with a predominant proportion of news
reporting from abroad.

It was in this spirit that the station developed the following
programmes in particular:

Portraits — a programme which uses journalistic portraits
of prominent Central Europeans to depict the environment
which other nations of the old Austrian Empire share with us.

Media in the postmodern age — a programme which
depicts the role of the media in these days when information
is the most frequently produced and sold commodities.

Conversations about neighbours — a programme providing
our neighbours’ views both of themselves and of our society,
with an access element.

The world seen through the internet — a programme that
brings commented news from all four corners of the globe every
day thanks to the internet.

Political literature on Czech desks — a programme that
surveys political and social book output and translation.

Opinions and arguments — the main current affairs pro-
gramme focusing on political affairs and analysis.

Undesirable texts — again in 2004 the station introduced
listeners to texts which in former days were undesirable for
one reason or another, their fates and the fates of their authors.

Documentary — a new programme series planned to outline
important periods from Czech or European history by means
of drama-documentaries. This year Documentary focused on
1989 as it played out in Czechoslovakia and neighbouring
countries.
