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From the Technology Division standpoint, this could be
described as a standard year. | would mention the following
as the key events which went beyond routine divisional ope-
rations and affected the operations of Czech Radio as a whole:
reconstruction of all the production facilities in the Czech
Radio Karlin building and the subsequent transfer of most spo-
ken-word production to these new facilities (also in connect-
ion with the ongoing first stage of the reconstruction of the
Vinohradskd building), stabilization of the Dalet system in re-
gional stations and conversion of all databases to Dalet 5.1 e
in full operation, a significant increase in the transmission ca-
pacity of WAN data networks and an associated conversion
to the AlS system in all regional stations with the exception of
Czech Radio Brno. the extension of the digital archive, the
harmonization of production technology at key production
facilities (with the ProTools system), arrangement of the role
of host broadcaster for accredited radio companies for the 2004
Ice-Hockey World Championships (in Prague and Ostrava), in-
stallation and operation of the new EBU automatic programme
exchange system (MusiPop) and training for its users.

As regards the structure of the Division and the personnel
situation, 2004 brought with it two substantial changes. As of
1. 2. 2004, broadcasting technicians (seven staff members)
were transferred to Czech Radio 6 and as of 1. 1. 2005, six staff
members from the Broadcasting Records Section were tran-
sferred to the Schedule Division. Several staff members came
and went during the year and as of 1. 1. 2005, there are 146
employees in the Division (as of 1. 1. 2004 the Technical
Division had 163).

As for sound production, we had to deal with the effects of
the first stage of the reconstruction of the Vinohradskd build-
ing, which placed restrictions on the usage of all facilities. By
contrast, the reconstruction work in the Czech Radio Karlin
building came to a head and operations in all studios were
gradually resumed. Mention should be made in this connect-
ion with the reopening of the legendary Studio A (1. 10. 2004),
which has become a top music venue. As soon as it reopened,
it started producing such large music projects as Czech Radio
Big Band , the Czech Radio Children’s Choir, Ars Acustica, Felix
Slovdcek’s Big Band, brass band music for the Kube$ Music
Publishing House, Prague Crew Music, Castle Guard music
and the musical Cats. Apart from the reopening of Studio A,
I would also like to recall some other exceptional events
associated with EU entry, e.g. the live broadcasts from the
studio building atrium to Ireland, Sweden, Great Britain and
Belgium and the quite unique five direct broadcasts in a single
day (2nd May) to mark the 100th anniversary of the death of
Antonin Dvordk, which were taken up by a total of 18 count-
ries including Australia, Japan and Korea.

Czech Radio also gained kudos for its technical arrange-
ments for the commentator stands at the Ice-Hockey World
Championships and its technical support for all the radio sta-
tions involved. As regards the restoration of technical facilities,
we have already referred to the completion of reconstruction
of all the Karlin control centres and in addition we offered the
opportunity throughout the year to make sound recordings in
Surround 5.1. format. The technical arrangements for the spe-
cial broadcast of “Filmzurndl” from the International Film Festival
in Karlovy Vary have become standard. At the end of the year,
the installation of radio equipment in the newly reconstructed
premises of the Czech Radio studio in Zlin was completed.

Work also continued throughout the year on acquiring
new frequency allocations and on the subsequent construction
of supplementary coverage transmitters as required by indi-
vidual stations. The most important change in the transmission
of signals to listeners took place 1. 2. 2004, when operation
of the independent medium wave network of transmitters for
Czech Radio 6 came to an end, due to the lack of funds for the
further operation of transmitters after VAT was increased. Czech
Radio 6 acquired the 18.00 — 24.00 slot for broadcasting on
the Czech Radio 2 — Praha medium wave transmitter network.

Throughout the year, experimental DVB-T broadcasting
continued with Ceské radiokomunikace and Czech Digital
Croup, including the scheduling extension of certain Czech
Radio stations (for Czech Radio, CR 1, CR 2 and CR 3; for CDG
stations, CR 1 and CR 2). Our participation ended in comp-
liance with our authorization.

In September and October, we also took part in experi-
mental DVB-T broadcasting with Cesky Telecom, extending the
CR 1, CR 2 and CR 3 schedules. Our participation ended in
compliance with our Radio and Television Broadcasting Council
authorization on 31. 10. 2004-

In the introduction | mentioned the stabilization of the Dalet
system, which we managed to convert during full operation to
a higher software version (i.e. all databases were transferred)
and at the same time the key database servers were replaced
(for the central system in Prague). This eliminated the pro-
blems that arose when a certain critical number of contribu-
tions was reached in the database and at the same time com-
puter performance increased. A new back-up library for the
Vinohradskd-Rimskd system was also installed. System ope-
ration was satisfactory in the individual regions and by the end
of the year the new CartMaster dispatch system had been
brought into operation (in Czech Radio Region Vysocina).

The most important IT-related tasks accomplished in 2004
can be said to be: the design and ongoing construction of the
new Czech Radio computer centre (part of the 1st stage of
the Vinohradskd building reconstruction), the creation of an
MS domain controller installation pilot project (for RedHat
technology), hardware and software upgrades for the iNews
central news reporting system, an upgrade for the Czech Radio
mail system, extension of the AlS information system to the
remaining Czech Radio regional stations (except Brno), a signi-
ficant increase in the transmission capacity of data lines, the
extension of the Czech Radio digital archive and the selection
of a document management system (DMS). The management
and extension of the digital archive can surely be consider-
ed to be one of our primary projects. During 2004, a total of
2,204 hours of records were transferred from the archive
collections, 48,238 hours of broadcast records (“logging”) were
saved, 2,019 hours of news reports and a total of 560,000
pages of text were transferred. At the end of the year we also
managed to launch another digitization facility and to extend
the hardware system so as to substantially increase digitization
speed. The library capacity was increased from 30 slots to 126
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(using AlT-style tapes) and the temporary data store capacity
(HDD field) was increased from the original 1.1 TB to 5.6 TB.

After years of fairly intensive work on the existing version
based in the Delphi development environment, the AlS system
has seen a significant change in the pace and direction of sub-
sequent development. The main feature of this change is the
reduction in the proportion of newly resolved tasks and newly
created forms while on the other hand, there is an increase in
the proportion of work on maintenance of the existing system.
There are several reasons for this, the main one being the
extension of the system and the increase in the number of its
users at various Czech Radio divisions, particularly in other
regional studios. This brings with it a number of requirements
for adjustments and finishing operations for individual tasks.
Another reason is the often basic changes in working proce-
dures which will then be reflected in the functionality of the
information system. At the end of 2004, a new AlS 2.0 user in-
terface terminal connection procedure was tried using a Win-
dows 2003 terminal server. As all the problems that occurred
during pilot operation had been eliminated, it seems that no-
thing prevents its mass deployment at all Czech Radio studios.

In conclusion, | would like to thank all my colleagues for
their good work and for all the ideas and suggestions that
enable us to create high-standard conditions for radio pro-
gramme production and broadcasting.

We would like to thank all those who have not shown
indifference to the misfortune of other people and who have
helped us to help them. Thanks to the kind support of our
donors, long-term partners, volunteers and patrons, last year
the Czech Radio Foundation distributed 6,189,602 CZK to
those in need.

In 2004, we started cooperation with the Czech Hikers’
Club on a new fundraising event called New Year’s Quarter-
foil. People from all over the country took part in 45 New
Year’s Walks and contributed almost 100,000 CZK to the
“Svétluska” (Lightning-fly) account for the blind by purchasing
quarterfoils. A month later we arranged the first White Cane
Musical Festival. More than sixty visually impaired children
and young people from arts schools and special schools in the
Czech Republic attended the festival to show their talent. We
awarded the most talented with a study grant or we contri-
buted to the purchase of a musical instrument. The first prize
for the most outstanding talent was won by eight-year-old
Radim V. from Southern Moravia, for whom “Svétluska” contri-
buted to the purchase of a violin.

During the spring months, we have already started inten-
sive preparations together with Children’s and Young People’s
Houses for the second year of project “Svétluska”. In April, our
project was chosen by Czech Donors Forum as one of the first
to try out new means of fundraising: donor SMS’s (Donor’s
Message Service). From early May we started a three-month
campaign with the theme “Thirty Seconds is Enough to Help”,
supported by a number of important media. Almost 16,000
donor SMS’s with the “Svétluska” code were received by the
end of the year, adding up to more than 400,000 CZK for the
blind.

Among the most innovative fundraising events staged last
year, we can definitely include the first ever SMS auction on
air. In collaboration with Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurnal, we
auctioned off an Angel statuette — the Academy of Popular
Music award — in June for the song NEBE (“Heaven”), donated

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by Anna K. and Tomds Vartecky. The proceeds of 94,000 CZK
were commited to the purchase of an apparatus for measuring
intraocular pressure of visually disabled children at the Motol
Visual Impairment Centre.

In the first half of the year “Svétluska” campaign also won
several awards, such as Bronze Effie for the most effective
social advertising campaign in the Czech Republic and the
“Award for Notable Charitable Act”, which was presented
during the “Evening of Hope” event at the Film Festival for
Children and Young People in Zlin.

In August, “Svétluska” launched a new campaign under
the name of “Let’s Not Be Blind to the People Who Cannot
See”, which was supported by our long-term media partners,
and in addition to the press and radio, the public could also
see it in illuminated largescale display cases throughout the
Czech Republic and the Prague Metro. From September, Czech
TV 1 channel and Czech TV 2 channel started broadcasting an
advert filmed for our project. The authors, director Viktor Taus
in cooperation with Filip Smoljak as scriptwriter, created the
advert in 2003. Companies Men on the Moon and Soft Pillow
made a contribution to the production. All mentioned worked
pro bono. From September to November ,Svétluska” advert
has also been shown on the large screens (at Village Cinemas,
Palace Cinemas, Cinema City, Intersonic Lddvi) and single
cinemas (lllusion, Aero, Svétozor, Lucerna, Blanik, Praha and
Orechovka).

On 15th September 2004, people in the streets of 300
Czech towns and cities could contribute to thousands lantern
money boxes of “winged beetle” volunteers. Students in cos-
tumes offered to passers-by postcards painted by blind artist
Pavla Francovd. For every postcard purchased, they collected
symbolic 25 crowns to sealed lantern money boxes. For the
first time the nationwide public fundraising event took place
under the patronage of Ministry of Education Petra Buzkovd.
Engaged Children’s and Young People’s Houses and Leisure
Centres coordinated the project in regions. Similarly to the
previous year, secondary schools, colleges and associated non-
profit organizations were invited to participate. The project
could not have taken place without our kind long-term charity
associates — Model Obaly (producers of the “Svétluska” costu-
mes) and DPD (Deutscher Paket Dienst, which delivers tons of
collection items all over the country). Lantern boxes full of
coins were brought together for free by the Agency of security
— Fenix. The collection boxes were unsealed and their content
counted in front of Ceskd spofitelna security cameras. In spite
of the heavy rain in Moravia, our students collected nearly 4.8
million CZK in their lanterns.

In autumn were going on supporting regional activities
arranged together with schools and Children’s and Young
People’s Houses according to our methodics “Children and
the Blind Living Together” and “A Day with ‘Svétluska””.
Contributions could have been made at these events to the
lantern money boxes. We also successfully introduced coope-
ration with Sodexho Pass CR, which printed for free in-
structions on how to support the “Svétluska” charity account
on its GastroPass luncheon vouchers. T-Mobile printed an
image depicting our "Let’s Not be Blind to the People Who
Cannot See” campaign on invoices for its clients and Postovni
sporitelna placed information on the annual charity on its
bank statements for 1,300,000 clients.

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PRAGUE RADIO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA
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Throughout 2004, the Prague Radio Symphony Orchestra
offered its listeners plenty of fine music to experience. By way
of introduction, let us recall the most important of the sub-
scriptions concerts at the Rudolfinum, whose guests included
conductors Leo$ Svdrovsky, Charles Olivieri-Munroe, cellist
Mischa Maisky, violinist Vdclav Hudecek and singers Yvona
Skvdrovd, Eva DFizgovd-Jirusovd, Magdaléna Hajdssyovd, Gustdy
Beldcek and Valentin Prolat. The 2004/05 season opening con-
cert was also memorable (5. 10.) - in addition to a fine program
excellently conducted by Vladimir Vélek, a set of Dvordk sym-
phonies was launched by Supraphon. The role of god-father in
this “baptism” was assumed by Mr Otakar Brousek.

On the evening of November 23rd, subscribers were fami-
liarized with the work of “radio authors” Jifi Kalach, Otomar
Kvéch, Lukds Matousek, Libor Drevikovsky and Lukds Hurnik.
In the case of half of the subscribers concerts, the Prague Radio
Symphony Orchestra also offers open rehearsals, which are
increasingly heard each year by senior citizens and students.

Of the other Radio Orchestra appearances in this country,
let us also recall the series of concerts played in Czech towns
with violinist Pavel Sporcl, participation in the great project to
mark the 100th anniversary of the death of Antonin Dvordk,
“Homage to A. D.” (with a concert from the Spanish Hall
broadcast directly by Czech Television), a concert from St Vitus
Cathedral arranged as part of the Prague Spring International
Music Festival, participation in the Cesky Krumlov Internatio-
nal Music Festival, three concerts in the Prague Autumn Inter-
national Music Festival (the evening of greatest rock hits by
legendary bands Pink Floyd, Led Zeppelin and The Doors was
particularly enjoyable). The Prague Radio Symphony Orchestra
also launched a brand new Prague Castle Music festival and
the main events of the season were undoubtedly the two con-
certs by world-famous cellist Mischa Maisky (26th Oct at the
Rudolfinum, 27th Oct at Municipal House), and a notable
Czech Television Documentary was made about his stay
entitled “Mischa Maisky in Prague”.

In 2004, the Prague Radio Symphony Orchestra again went
on a number of foreign tours. The seventh successive tour of
Japan took place in June and a Czech Television “Prague Radio
Symphony Orchestra in Japan” documentary was again made
of it. In September, the orchestra appeared with conductor
Vdlek and soloist Simon in Freyburg, Germany, and this was
followed by a tour of Greece with two concerts at the Athens
Festival (31st Aug — 3rd Sep, conducted by Vladimir Vdlek, with
soloist J. Simon and Greek artists). The orchestra then went on
to earn outstanding reviews in Ludwigshafen, Germany.

In conclusion, let us recall some of the Czech Radio pro-
grammes that provided information on Prague Radio Symphony
Orchestra activities and recordings. On Czech Radio 3 — Vltava,
listeners hear the Radio Symphony players in Monday Musical
Galleries, Tuesday evenings with direct transmissions from the
Dvofdk Hall and the Sunday Pasticcio. On Czech Radio 2 —
Prague, the Sunday Radio Concerts programme also found its
regular listeners.

The CRo Children’s choir started the 2004 season with a New
Year’s Concert at the Smetana Hall in Prague. It performed at
a Choir Singing School Concert with a newly studied repertoire
from the work of Jaroslav Kficka based on the poetry of R. Tés-
nohlidek and J. Wolker and the work of Otmar Mdcha based
on the poetry of J. Seifert and F. Halas. Both cycles are key-
stones in Czech choral work for children’s choirs. The same
repertoire was presented to the public by the Children’s Choir
at a concert at the National Museum together with the young-
est preparatory section.

On 27th March, the Children’s Choir concert ensemble
together with the two preparatory sections took part in the
ceremonial opening and ceremonial concert at the Sazka
Arena in Prague. It was a historic date. Together with other
Czech children’s choirs from all over the country, with a total
of 2,500 singers, they sang the Czech national anthem. The
children enjoyed an unusual evening in the company of a num-
ber of Czech artistes and the entire ceremonial opening was
recorded by Nova TV.

On 6th June 2004, there was another direct broadcast of
a Children’s Choir concert from Studio 1 at Vinohrady in Prague,
this time with folk songs arranged by Viktor Kalabis and OldFich
Hilmer. Public participation was high and the evening was a great
success. On 13th June 2004, the Children’s Choir sang at a Spring
Concert in the Municipal House with a programme of folk songs
and songs by Jaroslav JezZek.

Among the radio recordings there are two interesting series
by Jaroslav Kficek: Songs and Marches and New Songs and
Marches. These series present a valuable fund of songs for children,
dating back to the 1930s. In May, the Children’s Choir re-
corded an album in Studio 1 of twenty Bohemian, Moravian
and Slovak folk songs by Viktor Kalabais. The most famous folk
songs with a piano accompaniment serve as a high quality source
for CRo 3 — Vitava broadcasts in the Morning Song programme.

The Czech Radio Children’s Choir saw a substantial change
in its membership in the middle of the 2004 season. The oldest
singers left and the ablest members of the Children’s Choir
Preparatory Section took their places. This replacement of the
ablest and the most experienced by younger inexperienced
singers presents the choir and the choirmaster with an enorm-
ous task. The rejuvenated team took part in the summer holi-
day workshop at Pustevny in the Beskydy Mountains. They
rehearsed intensively both in the mornings and the after-
noons. Individual voice groups had the task of complementing
the basic repertoire of the choir and mastering the words and
melodies for their voices. Intonation, rhythm and voice tech-
nique were also polished up. After their return to Prague, the
choir was again complete and ready to study its subsequent
new repertoire.

Marek Eben and Atka Janouskovd, who were also in the Disman Ensemble,
recalled Miloslav Disman at one of the last Tomds Sldma Toboggan Runs
on Saturday 17th April 2004.

Several authorial radio programmes were also created in
2004 for the Disman Ensemble and broadcast in holiday for-
mats for Czech Radio nationwide. Their subjects primarily re-
lated to the basic meaning of ensemble work, i.e. an attempt
to be an all-inclusive cultural and current affairs workshop in
the broadest sense and to explore a varied range of historical,
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social and broadly cultural topics. For example, the Well of
Paradise programme commemorated prominent figures from
early and more recent history in this country on walks through
the Bfevnov Monastery with its prior, Petr Prokop Siostrzonk,
while the Christmas Hour supported charity projects from the
Lions Club and the Canistherapeutic Centre in Lysd nad Labem.
The theatre repertoire of the ensemble was extended to
include a special production, whose name Peaceniks indicates
the character of this barely hour-long play on language and
music, with popular poetry and especially songs, accomp-
anying a man from birth to old age, in times of peace and
those marked by the conflicts which dog everybody’s life story.

As a matter of course, those who “outgrow” the Ensemble
become involved in independent theatre and media activity. It
is gratifying to know that through them, under the enthusiastic
leadership of Tomds Stariek, those whose upbringing the En-
semble looked after practically throughout their school attend-
ance years are now engaged in real professional tasks at Czech
Radio.

This year’s event took place from 5th to 7th October in Po-
débrady as is now traditional. Patronage of the event this year
was assumed by the Governor of the Central Bohemian Re-
gion Petr Bend.

The basic structure of the festival was made up of the com-
petition itself in three categories, three public hearings relating
to the content of the competition categories, exposure of the
authors to audience reactions and the juries. CRo listeners
were informed on an ongoing basis — not only by means of re-
ports on nationwide and regional stations, but also by means
of updated web pages.

Working seminars made up an integral part of the festival:

This year, the Radio Production Association seminar related
to one of the competition categories: Literary Programmes. It
took place on 5th October in the Charles University Philoso-
phical Faculty Creat Hall at the Podébrady Chateau with the
exceptionally high attendance of over 90 seminar participants
(two buses were needed to bring them from Prague).

After the initial input by Jan Halas, specialist papers were
read by Rudolf Matys, Hana Kofrdnkovd, Miroslav Buridnek, Ales
Virzdk, Zdenék Boucek and Jifi Hrase.

The objective of the Literature on the Radio seminar was to
explore all genre models with the aim of inspiring their greater
use and variation, highlighting experience from the prepara-
tion of literary programmes so as to enhance the sophistica-
tion of their production and to draw attention to the broad
capacity of regional stations for such programmes.

The Future of Radio Reporting seminar took place on Thurs-
day afternoon in the Charles University Great Hall in the Po-
débrady Chateau and was chaired by Ondrej Neff. Taking part
were: Jan Culik — Editor-in-Chief of the Britské listy web pages,
Hana Hikelovd — Director of Domestic Reporting at CRo 1 —
Radiozurndl, Barbora Tacheci — Frekvence 1 Programme Ma-
nager and Petr Zantovsky from the Comenius College Institute
of Media Communications. The seminar was recorded and is
for example available on the festival web pages.

The afternoon seminar Does Digital Broadcasting Have a
Future in the Czech Republic? included the Minister for In-
formation Technology Vladimir Mlynd¥, member of the Czech
Social Democratic Party Special Commission for Information
Technology Karel Biezina, CRo 1 — Radiozurndl Director Alexandr
Picha and Czech Telecommunications Authority Frequency
Spectrum Administration Department Director Jifi Duchdc,
while Czech Council for Radio and TV Broadcasting Deputy
Chairman Jifi Senky took part in discussions on the tele-
phone. The seminar presenter Jan Pokorny then opened the
discussion. Those taking part included Zdena Hdlovd from the
Czech Television Council, Michal Prokop and Stépdn Kotrba
from the Czech Radio Council, Britské listy Editor-in-Chief Jan
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Culik, broadcaster Zdenék Duspiva, Deputy Minister for Infor-
mation Technology Michal Frankl, Martin Roztocil from Radio-
communications, David Petrov for Cesky Telecom, Leos Pohl
for Czech Digital Group, Cenék Pavelka from Testcom and
others.

Every day of the festival offered the citizens of Podébrady
and spa guests an afternoon concert in the Colonnade with
performances from Schovanky and Podlabdckej Pacifik, while
on Wednesday the CRo Big Band celebrated its success. On
Tuesday, the atmosphere at the opening of the festival was
made special by the appearance in the Colonnade of three
groups of majorettes.

On Wednesday, the results were announced from the art-
istic and literary competitions for children and adults, which
we have announced jointly with the City of Podébrady for se-
veral years.

The evening performance at the Na Kovdrné theatre was
on the subject of EU entry. The opening evening entitled
“Under a European Sky” was introduced by Jifi Vejvoda and
Jan Pokorny. It included appearances by Czech Radio foreign
journalists and performances by the Havelkovd Sisters, Marta
Kubisovd, Tdria Medveckd and the Peter Lipa Band. The Wed-
nesday evening show entitled “Wine in Europe, Europe in Wine”
was dominated by the BROLN group with Jindra Hovorka and
Jozka Smukaf and guests Martin Stropnicky and Yvonne Pre-
nosilovd. The final evening with the ceremonial announce-
ment of the festival results was introduced by Petr Jancarik and
included Fleret, Stella Zdzvorkovd, Stanislav Zindulka and
Peter Dvorsky. The evening also included a fire show with an
Ode to Europe musical accompaniment.
